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Graduation Requirements

Only students who are on track for achieving a High School Diploma, a High School Certificate
of Achievement, or a High School Certificate of Completion will be allowed to participate in the
Cap and Gown Ceremony. Graduation Credit checks for at-risk students must be completed
prior to April 10th to verify eligibility to participate in the Cap and Gown ceremony.

In addition to students who are on-track for graduation, Grade 12 WR Myers students who are
registered in and passing a minimum of 10 credits each semester are welcome to participate in
the Grade 12 Banquet.

Graduation Ceremony:

The Cap and Gown graduation ceremony will take place at
W.R. Myers School in the gymnasium. Each graduate can
invite 7 guests to the exercises. There is no cost to attend
the ceremony.

Grade 12 Banquet:

The Grade 12 Banquet will take place at the Taber Civic
Centre. Each graduate can invite their parents and
step-parents along with an additional guest to the banquet.
Banquet tickets will be $35/ person.
